The clubôs new location is on the grounds of 
Dunmore Acres, a summer resort with small cab-
ins available for rent. As part of the sailing clubôs 

agreement with Dunmore Acres 
management, the club will rent out 

the cabins during the year for sailing 
events like the Parentsô Sail and 

Alumni regatta in October.
